Life Groups have formed among the Rana-
tharu people through a JESUS Film showing.
More than 45 people came to see the film and
11 accepted Christ as Savior. Follow up is go-
ing on among them and we are visiting their
houses. One young boy attended the church,
and afterward he requested we pray for his
very sick mother. After two weeks of visits and
prayer she was healed. The whole Orthodox
Hindu family has attended the church and all
have received Christ as their personal Savior
and Lord.”



“As we were going for sharing and visit-
ing with our disciples, on the way we met a
person who was desperate. We started to
share the gospel. We learned that he was
about to commit suicide and was going to Kar-
nali River to end his life because he was
bound by an evil spirit and had some other ter-
rible obstacles in his life so difficult that he
wanted to die. After learning this we shared
about Christ’s mercy for him and His great
love. Immediately he received Christ as his
personal Savior and Lord. Now he is attending
our fellowship regularly. We thank God for His
wonderful work.”
