Rochelle and I had the privilege to minister to the new staff attending Cru’s January New Staff 
Training at one morning session. We facilitated some small groups, and I (Steve) spoke to the train-
ees. It was a pleasure to help them as they trust God while preparing for full time service with Cru. I 
shared with them from Daniel Ch. 1 about Daniel beginning to fulfill a call to be God’s spokesperson 
to the most powerful of earthly kings, Nebuchadnezzer. God greatly used Daniel, and he wants to use 
humble, flexible servants of His to have a great impact in His sovereign plan. 

Cru has 4 New Staff Trainings each year. All full-time staff trainees must attend one of these 
trainings where they learn about the mission and structure of Cru and gain biblical insight into God’s 
call in their lives. During the six weeks, they also complete 4 graduate level courses in biblical studies, 
and receive training on developing a team of ministry partners to support their work with Cru.  

It was so encouraging to us to see these young people’s enthusiasm for reaching people for 
Christ and know that  our Sending Team has helped many of the trainees get this far. 

In the last 6 months 
we have been able to send 
these staff (pictured at left) 
and many others to serve the 
Lord in Germany, South Afri-
ca, Mexico, the Middle East, 
the UK, Haiti, the Philippines, 
Budapest, Thailand and 
parts of Asia.
